The Market
Taree and the Manning Valley are located on the 
Mid North Coast of NSW with a population of 
over 45,000. Taree, with a population of 17,600, 
is the regional commercial centre servicing 10 
coastal and rural towns. Agriculture remains a 
major economic component of the area (over $30 
million) as is the timber industry. However, major 
companies relocated to the area now 
manufacture everything from pleasure boats 
(exported overseas) to railway and mining 
equipment as well as seafood processing for 
Australian and overseas markets. Eco-tourism is 
a rapidly growing market, ideally suited to the 
Manning Valley with its extensive coastal plains, 
low ridges and valleys and of course the Manning 
River and the tributaries. The area has a mild 
climate with warm, moist summers, cool dry 
winters and warm dry springs.
